Although we thrash our RC cars
at 45 mph through mud, clip sideboards, and
clear 40-foot jumps, the fact remains that most
of our equipment is delicate and precise, and
if it’s not cared for, it won't work properly. At the
beginning of a new driving season, there are some
measures you can follow to ensure that your car will start, be dialed,
and stay running for the new season.

CHECK LINKAGES: The entire throttle/braking
responsibilities of your car rests on the linkages. For

B such small, wimpy parts, they're extremely important,
Inspect the linkage system and make sure everything is working properly.
If any of the rods are bent, replace them. If the ballcup pops off the carb
too easily, replace it. And if it uses springs, check that they still have
enough tension to do their job. Last but definitely not least, re-threadlock
the setscrews. If your linkages fail, you could end up with a 45Smph
runaway. This is not only dangerous, it’s expensive!

CHECK THE THROTTLE SETTINGS: When

you've gotten to the point where you're ready to plug
