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EDITORIAL INSIGHT 

ARE WE MAINSTREAM 
& DOHT KHOW IT? 
I 

saw a discussion on RCTech the other day that caught my eye'. It was 

about a plan from some members about getting RC into "mainstream." There were a • 

lot of good ideas for companies to pay attention to in the thread, but there also was 

a lot of misleading and almost "not knowing" information posted. The Cliff's Notes 

version of the thread was that RC is not mainstream, but the more I thought about it, 

the more I started to toke the opposite position on the topic. 

I am in a position that most RC "people" never get to see'- I deal with both the public 

and the industry. This probably makes me more aware of what goes on in and around the 

industry than 99% of the industry. To my surprise, many enthusiasts on RCTech didn't know 

lots of the things companies have done to promote RC, so I responded to the discussion 

by listing all the places that certain companies have tried to advertise and promote RC. I 

started with Traxxas; they've advertised in Motortrend, Car and Driver, Maxim, Stuff, and 

other "mainstream" publications. They sponsored a Monster Truck in the Monster Jam Series 

(T-Maxx duh!l. and are now running a full race team in the amazing CORR series. Don't get 

me started on how the word "T-Maxx" has become household. HPI sponsors two Subaru 

race cars, attend Monster Jam, and demo at other venues like GT Live. Pacific Coast 

Hobbies has been out doing amazing things at X-Gomes for the post three years and 

seem to be at every event in the area. I've seen RC products in Playboy, the newspaper, 

commercials on TV, and many other places. Not to mention that I spoke with on old lady 

at a park one time, and even she knew that her husband (65 years old) hod one of those 

"T-Maxx things. "3 

These are all "things" that RC companies have done and continue to do to try and expand 

the hobby and get into what people perceive as "mainstream." But even without that, 

I honestly think RC is already mainstream and most of us don't know it. Go ask 10 
people if they know what on RC cor is ... I'm going to bet at least seven do, and if they 

are younger than 40 I bet most of them either have or hod one4 Things that aren't 

mainstream are really obscure, and RC really isn't something that only a select few 

participate in. At the CORR event I went to with Traxxas, I heard something that sums 

up where RC is right now: "[Traxxas] even has RC replicas of their CORR trucks; if that's 

not going mainstream I don't know what is!" This coming from a series that is on Speed 

and NBC! So maybe "mainstream" all depends on your point of view. Those of us in the 

hobby just think different. RC is everywhere, but it always can be more.

eUICK TIPS 

MOTOR MAINTENANCE 
The brush less motor phenomenon has blinded much of 
the hobby when it comes to brushed motors. Brushless 
technology is amazing, but much of this hobby still 
rubs brush against commutotor to produce their power. 
Maintenance is still a major issue with brushed electric 
motors and it is easy to forget this (especially for non-racers 
that can easily put dozens of battery pocks through their 
motors before cleaning them up). If you haven't addressed 
your electric motor in a while, now is the time. The simple 
fix is to use some motor spray and give her a good cleaning, 
followed by re-oiling of the bearings with light machine oil. 
A fresh set of brushes would be a good idea as well. If you 
have access to a motor lathe, through a friend or your local 
hobby store, then a quick hack job of the commutator to 
re-surfoce it would greatly increase performance and longevity. 
Don't forget the give the motor a quick break-in to re-seot the 
brushes and then you can slap it bock into your ride.

T raxxas continues to 

prove why they are truly 

industry leaders. They 

are one of those companies 

who looks at the big picture 

and makes decisions that really 

do affect the industry, and how RC 

is perceived both in the public sec­

tor and in our hobby's circle. Their most recent venture is full sponsorship in the full-scale realm, the Traxxas CORR 

trophy truck that runs regularly on the full-scale cing circuit, spreading the good word of Traxxas. But that's only half 

of the master plan. Traxxas has just released the Slash, which is a replica of its full-scale counterpart. This product-to­

real-life relationship could pay off in a lot of big ways. First, the name Traxxas is on a real life, non-RC product, which 

not only spreads the brand of Traxxas to the non-RC public, but it introduces them to the hobby as a whole, much in 

the same way that T-Maxx ads appear in non-RC places. And we all know that the T-Maxx did a great deal of good for 

the hobby, because it got a bunch of people into it who had probably would have never seen a real RC car otherwise. 

And the other brilliant part of Traxxas' move? Well, thanks to its exposure and great price point, they are destined to 

sell a ton of Slash trucks in the near future. Here's a crazy, hybrid article for you to feast your brain on: a first look at the 

Slash, and coverage of the full scale CORR event held in our backyard. Well, almost. Pomona is about I5-minutes away. 

SLASH FEATURES 
CHASSIS: Upon initial inspection, you may 

be tempted to think that the Slash is nothing 

more than just a bunch of borrowed parts from 

one ofTraxxas' other vehicles, but if you look 

closely, you'll figure our rhar rhe Slash is a 90% 

brand new design. The plastic, tub-type chassis 

looks like the one used on rhe new E-Maxx, bur 

ir's acrually a lot clifferent. It features a sturdy 

one-piece construction which is supponcd on 

the undercarriage by Front and rear plasric braces, 

looking a lor like rhe Srampede, but rhe pieces 

are entirely new and aren't borrowed. The battery 

slot allows for the use of many different kinds of 

batteries-stick packs, side-by-sidc, hump cells.

Slash. First of all, Traxxas makes some of rhe best 

RTR vehicles in the world, and their instrucrions, 

�lvailahilir)'. and support afC second-fo-none in 

the industry, and their cars welcome newcomers 

wirh open arms. So 1:11', rhis truck's biggest 

appeal is its ultra-scale appearance. Picturing 

six or seven of these things running rogether on 

a shorr ofT-road track is awesome. Remember 

Tamiya's TA02 stadium rrucks' It would look 

like they did in the mid 90's, but bigger, faster 

and better. The nice rhing about the Slash is that 

ir's truly for everyone. For a first time RC'er, it 

brings simplicity, durability, and a cheap price 

ro rhe table. But for more experienced drivers, 

it brings the ability ro achieve crazy fast speeds 

wirh high-voltage banery packs and brush less 

mOtor upgrades. And since it shares suspension 

components with three other Tra.xxas vehicles, 

tons of aluminum parrs are already available.

E
ven though this magazine is published in sunny Califor nia, many of us reside in areas with 

weather similar to mine. As I look out my window at the melting piles of snow that still tower 

over my driveway, I realize that spring is coming (or has come by the time most of you read 

this) . For many, spring is a time to break out your old RC machine and hit the race track, 

but for even more people, spring is a time to grab a beer and jump your T-Maxx off a roof! 

Bashers are by far the largest segment of our hobby and although bashing requires less preparation than 

a serious day of racing, there are some key points that should be addressed before you embark upon your 

day of random RC craziness .

VEHICLE PREP 
Don't  cut  your day short with a silly failure that could have been avoided . Give your car a good once­

over to ensure everyth ing  i s  work i n g  as i n tended . Keep an eye out for potent ial problem areos such as 

loose screws, worn ball cups, cracked fuel l i nes, broken or damaged parts and be sure to oddress any 

problem areas i m mediately. Quick  rad io checks never h u rt either; test your steer ing and th rottle l i n koges 

for smooth operation and also verify your end-poi nts.  

There i s  noth i n g  worse than gett ing out to the bash location and then fi nd ing  you are hav ing eng ine  

trou bles . Check  your  glow plug  before you  leave and even fi re up  your  eng ine  so  you  are  sure that you' ll 
hear the h ig h-pitched purr  once it's go-t ime .  All of you electron-pass ing folks can use th i s  opportu n i ty to 
check your ESC and other electron ics  and maybe even do a little electr ic motor maintenance. 

Now is  also a good t ime to clean or replace your air  filter, flush out your fuel filter, slap some fresh 

oil  i nto your shocks, cut  you r  comm utotor, re-set your gear mesh or wax Derek's leg s .  However, generol 

veh icle mai ntenance i s  a whole other article so 1 'lI leove i t  at th i s-regardless of your veh icle's power 
source, do whatever sort of prep i s  necessary to ensure your veh icle will last the ent i re day of abuse.

I usually l i ke ta bring 
two bags of junk with me; one field bag fil led with common accessories that you know you'l l  use and a second package filled 

with vital yet less common items ( leave th i s  less papular bag in the cor unti l 
emergency str ikes). 

F i rst and foremost make sure you pack your vitals such as veh icle, 
radio, starting equipment, batteries and chargers. Then move onto 

your suppart equipment such as tools, spare parts, tun ing aids, etc. 
Compile a checklist that you can run through os you're packing 

up for each event so you don't miss anything.

I did find some brake rotors at Team In tegy that w i l l  work 

for you-with a l i Nle persuas ion .  There o re th ree rotors that look good; the HPI Hel lf ire Corban rotors, 

Losi g raph i te rotors ,  and a sweet rotor for the n Ducati 999. The HPI and Ducoti rotors look l i ke d i rect 

fit, but may need a l iN le fi l i n g ,  and the Losi rotor needs a lot of cuNing to work, but there i s  p lenty of mate­
r ial to work with . As for your shock i ssue-if the spr ing i s  loose (has free play) when the suspension is 

u n-loaded, you may need some pre-load , or the shalt eyelet m ay not be fully screwed on. It's poss ib le  the 

spring retainer  c l i p  i s  stretched out and needs replac i n g .  I wou ld  not CA the c l ip ,  though I suggest you 

add a l iNle p iece of s h r i n k-wrap to the shock-end to make the c l i p  f it  t ig hter, and look beNer too .

NEWS FROM THE 
IFMAR WORLDS WARM-UP 
There is no bigger roce in ony RC closs thon the IFMAR 

World Championships, which only come every other 

year for each closs, and usually toke us to all corners of 

the world. T his year's IFMAR Worlds for 1/ 1 O-scale touring 

and 1/ 12-scale will toke place in Bangkok, Thailand, from 

November 8-16. However, one tradition that has popped up 

in recent years is the "Pre Worlds" or "Worlds Worm-Up" 

(depending on which you prefer), in which most of the elite 

drivers who plan to compete in the Worlds show up to the 

host trock and try to learn as much as they can about tuning 
their cars to the surface. Such a race took place in Thailand 
in April, and attracted most of the best sedan drivers from 

around the globe. 

Even though this race wasn't officially "on the books," 
with such heavy competition it still featured a post-race trophy 
podium and all of the usual hoopla. Tamiya's Viktor Wilck 
took the overoll win with his Tamiya 416, by winning the 

second and third finals, with Yokomo's Masami Hirosaka 

winning the first final, driving his special Yokomo BDM car 

(we assume the 'M' stands for Masami). One of the interesting 

things seen at the race was drivers choosing between 5- and 

6-cell pocks; IFMAR rules still allow up to 6, so it comes down 

to driver choice on this large track. With nearly everybody 
running brush less motors (and some interesting tuning gadgets 

being used on them), some drivers reported that 5 cells led to 

more consistent performance with the high-power systems like 
3.5s, while others opted for the higher top end with 6 cells.

TESTING 
Make no mistake: While the Speed-T can claim its origins from Losi's 

XXX-T off-road race truck, in box-stock form, this truck isn't meant for the 

dirt. Instead, it's an asphalt basher primed for speed runs, wheelies and 

maybe some jumping. With that in mind, I spent most of my review time 

with the Speed-T in a freshly paved parking lot, and in my driveway, with 

the occasional forays onto the dirt. 

ACCELERATION AND SPEED - When you 

are talking about the Speed-T, this is where it's at. 

After all, we are talking about a 1/10 scale stadium 

truck that feels the need to sport a wheelie bar, 

right? With any of the battery packs, acceleration 

is so strong it's tough to keep the front wheels 

on the ground. And you break the speed limit 

with a three-celilipo. In fact, some of the other 

aspects of the truck were compromised, because 

achieving top acceleration and speed were such 

a priority on this model. For example, a spool in 

the rear end is a great way to make sure both rear 

wheels are always pulling equally, which helps 

acceleration in a straight line, but it is a detriment 

to maneuverability.

BRAKING - The Speed-T suffers from the 

same braking problem as every other 2WD 

truck out there--rear brakes only. The brushless 

motor setup provides strong, responsive brakes, 

and the Quick Programming Card allows you to 

quickly dial in the level of braking response you 

need (in three increments). But the high speeds 

the Speed-T is capable of. combined with the 

spool that locks both rear wh Is together, makes 

braking before turn-in all the more critical. When 

lowing to a stop after a straight-line, high-speed 

run, the spool helps Iruikc things smoother and 

men: p�Je--..especially whaHhc Road 

wheel, spinouts are in your future.

LOW-SPEED HANDLING - To be 

fair, Losi does provide settings in its Quick 

Programming Card to dial back the Xcelorin 

brushless motor's brutal acceleration and top 

speed, but what fun is that? Doing so would 

improve the low-speed handling, and I did test 

those settings as your loyal reviewer, but that's 

not nearly as much fun as setting the burners 

to nigh and letting the Speed-T cook! This is the 

area where this truck suffers because of its high­

speed pedigree. But it still isn't bad. It's kind of like 

judging a NASCAR Sprint Cup race car for how 

well it handles rush-hour traffic. Like braking, this 

is mostly a result of the spool making spinouts, 

when either decelerating into, or accelerating out 

of, a turn that much more likely. But once you 

have the front wheels pointed straight ahead and 

the throttle pegged, that spool is your best friend. 

The inclusion of a digital steering servo is also nice, 

and it has plenty of torque to get tne big front 

wheels turned quickly.

JUMPING - If you plan to do much jumping, 

you'll want to remove the wheelie bars. Otherwise, 

the Speed-T is ready to go. The low shock angles 

will require thicker oil than your usual setup, 

but this truck can handle some air. With the 

brush less motor delivering torque in spades, in-

air adjustments with the brake and thronle are 

responsive, and landings are smooth. You just have 

to make sure you hit the jumps square. Often, 

I found myself applying too much throttle, just 

before a double, and spinning the rear tires instead 

of accelerating into the jump. But thi was more of 

a problem with the driver than the truck.

MAINTENANCE - An electric 2WD layout 

is the epitome of simplicity, and the Speed-T is 

no djfferent. The layout is much like a XXX-T 

and what chang have been made usually are to 

increase durability. But, like the XXX-T, you do 

have to deal with e- lips to get at the suspension 

hinge pins. At least all the fasteners are hex 

hardware, with no Phillips screws to be found. 

Plus, having a brush less motor on board means 

maintenance levels that border on negligence, 

when compared to a standard brushed ,),stem.

TUNING - For a vehicle designed to be 

a basher, the Speed-T has enough options 

to make your head spin. Everything from 

roll centers, to camber gain, to caster, to 

shock angles can be changed up quickly 

and easily. And best of all, Losi's excellent 

owner's manual gives you tips on what 

many of the adjustments do, how to 

change them and the conditions they will 

affect. More important for most bashers, 

however, are the more basic tuning options 

included. For example, the battery tray 

includes foam inserts that allow you to move 

the battery forward or back in the chassis, 

to achieve the best weight balance for your 

driving style. And the Quick Programming 

ard helps you adjust the throttle response 

for low traction conditions (or if you are 

lening romeone else drive the peed-T that 

you fear cannot handle this truck's top speed) . 

My one quibble here might be the spool, which 

limits this truck's handling capabilities. It is easy 
to convert to a ball diff, but it would have been 

nice if Losi had included the diff balls in the kit 

to give you chat option.

TESTING 
The AX-lO Scorpion RTR gave me a reason to venture out to our nearby 

rock crawling course, which was within walking distance of the Xtreme 

RC Cars offices in Chino, CA. The weather was on the colder side, with 

a slight wind that made the rocks (and traction) a little on the slippery 

side. I made no modifications and installed no optional parts for this test; 

I also used the kit tires and body. 

TORQUE AND POWER · The kit-installed 

27-turn motor, by virtue of motor wind, does 

nOt have as much torque as the more common 

35-65-turn motors that rock crawlers usually use; 

that said, the closed-endbell Axial can still had 

enough torque and power to get around, over, and 

across rocks of different sizes--and with the kit 

gearing. the quote/unquote "Rock crawler/rock 

racer" had a decent top speed as well. However, the 

kit included ESC thtottle setup was tOO twitchy for 

times when precise throttle control was required, 

espe ially near neutral_ Pull the trigger a little and 

the AX- J 0 would jump forward, making it more 

of a task to get through tricky rock sections with­

out overshooting the target. The torque and power 

levels were good, I just wished that I had mote fine 

control of the throttle.

I see it now: you read this review, go into your local hobby shop, get yourself an 

AX- l O  Scorpion RTR, take her horne, and get out to the rocks as fast as you can. 

After awhile, you get that itch to compete, but you know that you'll need to make a 

few upgrades to your RTR in order to get her up to competition-spec. Your question now 

is, what exactly should you get? What do you really need? Having spent a significant 

amount of time with my Axial AX- l O  Scorpion (pro kit) and comparing it with the 

RTR kit, there are only three changes chassis-wise that I'd suggest as mandatory if 

you want to hit the circuit: 

(AX3044S) 30· THREADED ALUMINUM PIPES - these replace the stack molded lower 

links for more strength and less flex compared to the pla stic units. Also, the ir 3 0° angle gives your r ig 
more ground clearance when climbing over racks and steep points . 

(AX30486) BATTERY/SERVO PLATE - This plate repositions your steering servo to the left 

side of the front axle. As for the right s ide, this is where you can mount a smaller Li·Po battery, 

instead of running a 6<ell stick up top. Not only does this  drastically lower your r ig's center of 

gravi ty, but it also places the weight of the battery over the front axle for more front traction. 

(AX302 15) MEDIUM SHOCK SPRING (GREEN) - these springs are a little softer than the 

kit springs, allowing the suspension to articulate more over uneven terrain. 

That's it - upgrade those three areas and your AX· ' 0 RTR will perform closer to competition level!

P or what basically amounts to a stock, closed endbell 27-turn 

motor, the Axial 2 7T had decent torque that was enough to get the 

RTR going. Seeing as the AX- I O  RTR was meant for entry-level crawlers , 

the 2 7 T  motor wasn't too weak and wasn't a torque monster either; it 

had j ust enough to be enjoyable when climbing over rocks and uneven 

terrain .

The tal l  body did cause a few early rol lovers, but 

surprisi ngly i t  took an extreme angle £0 get the 

LC40 £0 go end-over-end on vertical 

i ncl ines. The front-biased posi tion of the 

battery pack helped the front t ires achieve 

grip when cl imbing over the £Op edge of the 

rocks. Speaking of the t i res, they are better 

t han other kit ti res I 've used, but not quite at 

the same level as softer-compound competition 

ski ns. For general crawling fun however, they 

did the job.

M.'lintenance · rawlers generally don't need much 

maintenance, but things do break once i n  awhile. 

Gerting i nco  the axles took about the same effort 

and time as any other comparable rock crawler 

on the market. Although complex in execution, 

working on the LC40's uspension components was 

a pretty simple task. The gearbox (and lower skid 

plate) dropped out of the vehi Ie with only four 

screws, giving you quick access to the transmission 

and motor. You'd have to drop the gearbox anyways 

if you wanted ro make pinion gear changes when 

fine-tuning your final drive.

WEAR AND TEAR • Although nOt subject ro 

a lot of impaCts like the rides in off-road racing, 

rock crawlers l ike the LC40 do tend to scrape 

everywhere. The area where 1 tested had various ter­

rain,  !Tom large shale-like rocks, to a pile of asphalt 

chunks from an old road, to some dirt pi les. The 

lower skid plate and suspension l inks took a beating; 

l ikewise the axle cases . The outboard shock position 

exposed them to some scrapes as well ,  but noth ing 

gave way to the t t course. After testing I took one 

axle apart and found noth.ing unusual to report 

i nside. 1 also made a pinion change and the gear 

reduction transmission seemed as good as new. The 

tall lexan body probably showed the mOSt wear and 

tear, but this didn't affect performance.

TUNING · Tam iya loaded up the R-O I 
platform with a nice l ist 

of tuning options, giving it more flexibility than 

some of its competition right out of the box. 

Both diffi can be locked with included screws 

without disassembl i ng the axles. Casters on all 

four corners can be set at 1 5° or 25° depending 

on your preference. Wheelbase, shock po ition, 

and pushrod po ition have multiple mounting 

holes for fi ne-tuni ng. These are all competi­

tion-Ievd tuning abilities, and I would have 

given this categoty a 10 if it had adjustable 

turnbuckles instead of threaded rods for the 

steering l inkages.

With the Land ruiser 40, Tamiya seenlS to 

have successfully combined an even 50/50 
split between scale R! looks and all-out 

rock crawli ng performance. The Land Cruiser 

40 doesn't have the full detail of their High-

Lift, and it  isn't presenred out of the box as a 

fuJI-time competition-ready machine. What the 

Land Cruiser 40 does give you is a sweet looking 

off-roader that is versatile and well capable of 

hitting the circuit  with a few mods.

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Here are some building tips lor when you're ready to build your Land Cruiser 40: 
• When attaching the link maunts in step #2, nate that the mounting holes used on the frame rails are different in the frant and rear. 

• The kit uses a LOT of screw and nut combos. For the areas that use a standard nut (not locknut), apply a small drap of thread lock to keep them in place. 

• In step #20 don't forget to put two spacers (D7) between the shock and the chassis side plate in order to give the shock body clearance. 

• Step #26 suggests that you use small pieces af cellophane tape to temporarily hold the nuts in place on the skid plate; use this technique alsa for steps #3, 

#8,  and #28. Better yet, use small squares of strapping tape instead, then just leave them there to hald the nuts in place permanently. 

• When installing the lowest body clip on the body mounts in step #28, don't install them like the d iagram shows; instead, insert the clips from the inside going 

oul. Once these pieces are installed onto the chassis, the lower bady clip is not accessible. By inserting them the other way, you can easily remove the lower 
clips and replace or reposition the body mount without having to disassemble anything else.

It needs to provide comfort and 

protection from the elements, and just like in the Three Little Pigs 

story-you need to set it up right, or the big bad wolf will blow it 

down. This How-To delves into the basics of picking a good pit area 

and setting it up so it will survive the elements as well as provide you 

with some comfort for those lon g days at the track . So without further 

ado, let's build a pit space the three little pigs would be proud of!

ImI ENJOY!: Step back and behold the glory of your pit area! If you follow these tips, you will have 
a dialed looking pit that the f.:tctory guys would be jealous of To recap: get an idea of what you I want for a pit space, set up YOllr tent, and make sure you anchor it. Choose a comfortable area 

where dust and noise are tolerable, and set up your pit so YOll can work comfortably. If YOll 

follow these si mple tips, a day at the track will be fun and you'll be ready for roosting the track. 

LEARN HOW-TO 
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Obviously, you want 10 eliminate bump steer whenew!r poulble, 
but there are other areas where you can toke advantage of chassis 
settings that change with suspension movement. One of the best is 
camber-which is the angle 01 leon 01 the wheel in or out---ond the 
measurement of how much camber changes as the suspension goes 
from ride height to full compression is called "comber gain." 

You camber setting with the car sitting still and level on your pit table 
is called "static" camber. That is your foundation for your camber 
gain. As the camber changes, it always slarts at your slatic camber 
setting and either gains positive camber (the top of the wheel leans 
away from the cor) or negative camber (the top of the wheel leans 
toward the car). When it comes to camber gain, you almost always 
want it to gain negative camber. The outside wheels in a turn 
are always the most critical, and you want them to gain negative 
camber. If you are racing oval track, you can sometimes set your car 
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up so that Ihe left-side wheels gain positive comber because Ihey will 
always be on the inside, but for everything else you must prep both 
the car to handle both left- and right-hand turns equally. 

With camber gain you have a variety of ways to make your 
adjustments. Unfortunately, many of the ways you can change 
camber gain will also affect some other component of your setup, 
so which change you make should be chosen carefully. In the rest of 
this edition of Dialed In, we'll take a look at Ihe different methods for 
adjusting camber gain.

PISTON AND SLEEVE: The top 

piston is precision CNC d and ground 

flat, with large 5mm gas parts on 

either side, in line with the transfer 

ports. The sleeve is the typical 5 part 

layout with nicely machined transfer 

windows. The exhaust part is quite 

large with extended 'wings' at the 

top edge far increased area. Oddly, 

the timing af the exhaust port is a 

samewhat conservative 1M-degrees, 

in camparison to the transfer and boost 

port timings of 126-degrees. 

CONNEalNG ROD: The precision CNCd connecting rod is 

knife edged for windage and weight. 

CARBURETOR: The aluminum 3 needle carburetor 

is equipped with an insulator to keep heat from 

transferring ta the carb body. Unlike most carbs these 

days, this carb has a full length ad;ustoble mid needle 

that allows more precise metering of transitioning fuel 

mixture (mid-throttfe). 

CRANKSHAFT: This is cronkshaft technology at its finest: a 

14mm 56 shaft crank with turbo scoop, knife edge, silicone ramp 

and ultra slick hard coating for low friction. 

CRANKCASE: Externally, the lX crankcase is a beauty. 

Cooling fins surround the entire /xxIy, ensuring efficient 

heat transfer and the entire case is blasted to a satin finish. 

Internally, the work is equally impressive, yet is missing one 

key component that I would have expeded from an engine of 

this caliber: the transfer to boost bypass channels have been 

omitted (these bypass channels have proven to boost mid to 

top power by as much as 15'0, in my experience.) 

COOLING HEAD: The traditional Nin;a silver 9.fin head handles 

the cooling duties with ease, and sparts the Nin;a logos. The head 

button is turbo style with wide SQuish bond.

Break in duties were routine, as the engine 

required a bit of heat from the heat gun 

ro come to terms with its initial pinch. 

Once started, this engine had a very 

steady idle from tbe get go. Needles 

were richened for the process, but as 

tbis caused the engine to overcool itself, 

aluminum foil was needed to wrap the 

cooling head during break-in. 

Once I was happy with the break in 

process, and the pinch was sufficiently 

gone, I started leaning on the needles to 

bring tbe power levels to full potential. 

1 5  runs and several settings later I decided 

to give the mid needle a tweak. I was 

attempting to eliminate a bit of sag on tbe 

curve, and the adjustment was juSt what 

the Dr. ordered, as the power came on 

seamlessly following this adjustment. 

Power output stabilized around run 20, 
meaning rhis engine was well run in and 

making consistent runs back to back. Peak 

HI' measured was 1.36 @ 28,800 rpm, and 

peak TQ coming in at 5.3.87 oz. in. @ 24,600 
rpm. The maXin1UITI measured rpm was a 

respectable 42,500 rpm. 

Wbile on par with the some of the best 

buggy engines available, there were a few 

issues worth noting. The engine seemed to 

sufter slightly from vibration, primarily around 

32,000 rpm; nothing severe, but possibly 

enough to cause the slight dip seen in the

power curve. Also, the lack of bypass porting 

could also be at the expense of a bit of 

additional power. 

With power factors of 39.54/.74 low and 

38.91/1.22 higb, this engine demonstrated that 

it has an excellent powerband, perfectly suited 

for buggy racing and is completely capable of 

winning races. 

COHCLUSION 
Mugen has been working on this line of 

engines for some time now, has had their ups 

and downs, and finally has hit the fast track 

to success. The Ninja JX2I-BO I engine is an 

excellent performer that brings 0.5. reliability, 

together with Ninja performance. Hopefully 

that equals one: championship # I that is!

THE COST 
When I first got my honds on Novak's brush less kit, I thought my review was going to be pretty simple 

and clear cut. I thought I was going to throw out same old gear, toss in some new stuff, drive it, write 

about it-ond be done. But in the end, there was a lot mare to it than that. Simply, there's a lot to 

consider if you're thinking you want to convert your 1 IS-scale buggy into an electric one. First, let's 

tackle the cost. Without getting into specifics, it costs about $600 to make the complete conversion, 

assuming you don't already have two identical li-Po packs. That's pretty expensive. It's as much as a 

racing nitro engine and super high quality throttle servo will cost together. So, basically, building a kit 

with the brush less conversion is the cost of building a pro-level racing kit with nice components. Since 

the li-Po's run in series, their voltage is doubled, giving you the incredible torque, but runtime isn't very 
impressive. 6-minutes of runtime out of $150 in batteries is a bit unsettling, but could be improved 

using li-Po's with a higher capacity.

T here 's nothing that says "high tech " in RC more than carbon fiber. Ask any racer what s/he 

desires more of and the graphite goodies are always near the top of the list . The distinctive 

woven-pattern appearance of carbon fiber is something that body painters have been attempting 

to simulate for years , using foam rubber shelf liner material , drywall tape,  screening, and several 

other methods , some more successful than others . 

Last week, I got an email from Dave Palacios telling me about a brand new technique for 
simulating carbon fiber developed by Marq Marquez from Touge 

Knights (the name of his drift team) . Dave attached a small sample 

photo of an RC car bumper done with his new method, and . . .
