YDUSUCK 
IIWe tell it like it is." I have to address some funny comments I've 

• • read from other mogazines and websites claiming to be the only 
person or place to "tell it like it is." I have to laugh because usually 
the person who runs around pounding his chest about something­

like they have something to prove-has something to prove. I RC is at 0 strange point in its 
evolution, where our products are so good that some people feel the need to be hypercritical2 

I'm a racer. I understand the desire to know what the best racecar is out there. But not 
everything is a racer, and even if this were the cose, a very small percentoge of the market 
actually uses racecars for their original purpose3 This doesn't mean that as an editor I 
overlook the on-track ability of the latest racecar, and it also doesn't mean that I should 
overlook the bash-ability of it, either. 

I'm always very honest and upfront about things. I don't hide that our advertisers get better 
treatment than our non-advertisers. But that doesn't mean you get a good review because of 
it. Advertisers get the first opportunity to work with us on articles and reviews. This is generally 
true of all magaZines. 

Spin is something that most of us don't really think about when we read a mogazine. As 
an editor, I've learned over my years of writing that we can make the best car sound like a 
pile of crop, and the biggest pile seem like a Ferrari-iust by altering the tone ond the focus 
of the article4 It's a fine art and balance that some people have learned and others haven't. 
Our goal at Xtreme RC Cars is to help people and promote RC If I picked up a magaZine 
and was interested in learning about RC and read nothing but "this sucks" or "it's not 
good enough," I'd stort to think that the industry sucks5 The stark reality is that most of the 
"really bod cars" are lightyears beller thon what we used to get. The cheapest $300 RTR 
1 18-scale is bosically cheoper than my first Tamiya Falcon. Neither of them is winning the 
Worlds, nor any race for that moller, but in the end the targeted user lor even the average 
user) will love that car more than anything in the world. It will be such a blind love that most 
will overlook its flows and defend it to other users. 

We don't really tell it how it is, here. We tell it how we experience it. For example, the 
RC8 review we published mentioned that many people were haVing problems with parts 
breaking, yet I've run the car for over 0 gallon ond a half of fuel and have only broken 0 rear 
hub--not even the parts thot were in question. Yet others felt it was necessary to point out that 
there were durability issues and went so far as to soy that they wouldn't buy it.6 The "truth" 
is that all first-generation cars have teething problems, EVERY single one, and that's where 
componies step up and work with their customers. That's where they earn their reputation. 
And that's who wins my business. So when you're reading a magazine and ask why there 
aren't any bad reviews, think about how bad things are, really. /II\ost cars 
these days are super durable and realistically all 9s 
or lOs. Should we punish the industry for making 1 \ U -II 
the standard so high? K 

That's not to say that we think everything's the 
cot's meow. Just remember that many reviews are 
all about point of view combined with spin, and 
it's my point of view that it's not the product that 
may suck, it's the user.

With the huge popularity of DSM radio systems, much of the hobby has made the switch to this 

amazing advancement in technology. The only problem is that our transportation devices haven't 

updated as quickly as the actual radio systems. Many drivers will actually remove the module 

from their radio during transportation because the stubby antenna protruding out the back 

can sometimes be difficult to fit within your existing storage. You need to develop some sort of 

transportation system that keeps your radio and module safe without having to disassemble it for 

each use. If you store your transmit1er in the packing foom it came in, simply use a hobby knife to

Nobody wants to pack up their nitro ride for the cold winter 

months, but unfortunately snow quickly turns to water and 

we've all heard what water can do to engines, radios, and 

bearings on your car. So call the storage company and break out 

the tarp, right? Wrong! Although running your vehicle in the winter 

months does create some obstacles, they are not hard to overcome. 

With a few tips, some common sense, and a fresh can of elbow grease, 

you should be shooting a 6-foot frozen water roost out the back of 

your nitro baby in no time. 

ELECTROHIC PREP 
First things first. The most vital components 

that need protection from the damaging 

moisture of snow driving are the 

electronics-mainly your receiver and 

servos, bur to a lesser degree your battery 

and switch harness. Most nitro vehicles 

come with a sealed radio box for receiver 

and battery storage. These radio boxes 

usually aren't completely sealed, so they may 

offer a false sense of security for keeping 

water out. To ensure safety, take a few extra 

measures to prevent water from entering the 

radio box. The quickest and easiest method 

of sealing your radio box is to slap on a strip 

of electrical tape all the way around the 

seam of the box. This will keep moisture out 

while still allowing you to remove the tape 

to access your electronics. 

Some nitro cars don't have a sealed radio 

box, so extra precautions are necessary. A 
balloon or small bag wrapped around the 

receiver and battery will usually do the 

trick. Use a small zip tie to tighten the 

opening of the balloon or bag around the 

incOIning wires. Also, a small amount of 

silicone sealer will help ensure a dry radio 

when applied to the wires where they enter 

the bag or balloon.

STARTING BOX 
Servos are a tough one to protect. Most servos are relatively water-resistant so there isn't a lot you can do. 

Some very high-end servos have rubber seals as part of their design, making it virtually impossible for 

moisture [0 enter the internal parts. If your servos require a little extra care in this department, there are 

a few areas that you should pay attention to. The area where the servo wires enter the servo case is a good 

place ro srart. Silicone sealing is your best bet here. A slllall bead of silicone around the wire and servo 

case will provide adequate sealing while still allowing the servo wires to flex. Use a piece of waterproof 

tape around rhe rwo seams of the servo case where the top and bottom halves of the servo come together. 

The only other area of the servo that could allow unwanted water entry is the gap between the output 

shaft and rhe top servo case. There isn't a lot you can do, here, since the output shaft must be able to 

move freely, but the most effective seal would be a thin bead of grease around the output shaft. Don't use 

too much grease, and make sure the grease you use will not damage the plastic parts of the servo. White 

lithium grease available from a hardwate store always seems to be a safe bet in this area. 

ENGINE PREP 
Nitro engines are completely sealed for the mOst parr. The only real area that requires attention is the 

intake and air filter. If moisture enters the engine through the air filter, your day in the snow is over. 

Your first line of defense for preventing moisture from entering your engine is to use an air filter 

designed for wet use. Companies such as Kyosho manufacture an air filter that comes with a "rain 

cover." This cover is a separate molded plastic housing that mounts over the foam element on the 

air filter. It still allows air to pass through a thin opening at the base, but helps prevent water from 

entering. It's important to moulu your air filter with the rain cover in a direction so that the base of the 

filter with the opening for air is facing the rear of the car. This way water that enters beneath the body 

will not be forced through the small opening between the air filter and the moisture guard. 
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STARTING BOX 

CHASSIS TIPS 
When it comes to [he chassi area of your car, you want to prevent as 

much wat�r as possible from entering through the body. Go over your 

entire vehicle to find ar= [hat can be sealed to prevent snow and water 

from entering. Use tap� to seal the hol� where [he antenna rube exits 

the body. Make Lexan guards to cover up any op�nillgs possible, being 

careful not to interfere with moving parts such as steering linkages and 

suspension components. Us� rape to seal between chassis guards and 

bodies. Basically seal as many areas as possible to pr�vent as much snow 

and water as possible from entering the chassis area. 

Finally, it's very important that all metal parts be prepped for the 

moisture treatment they are about to receive. There isn't a whole lot you 

can do, here, other than make sure that bearings, hinge pins, linkages, 

and any other moving parts are well lubricated to help keep water off of 

them. Spray a little WD-40 onto a bristle brush and brush down your 

car, I�aving a thin layer of silicone all over th� parts. T his layer of silicone 

will do two things. First, it will help prevent metal components from 

rusting, and second, it will help prevent snow and ic� from adhering to 

chassis pans and then melting into damaging water. Be careful when 

brushing WD-40 Onto your car, as it can damage some plastics. Try a 

small test area before you coat your entire chassis. When it comes to your 

ball bearings, a good packing of grease will usually offer better lubrication 

in the wet conditions compared to light oil, but a quick shot ofWD-40 

into viral areas will do the trick when you don't have time to repack each 

individual bearing with gr=e. 



POST SNOW BASHING 
PROCEDURE 
It may be fun to play in the snow, but you'll 

eventually have to learn that cleanup time­

though it sucks-has to be done in a timely 

manner (0 ensure that moisture doesn't starr 

damaging your vehicle or electronics. 

Once you get back home for the day, your 

first order of business is to verifY that none of 

your electronics developed an area where snow 

and water could have penetrated your defense 

system. If you find an area where moisture may 

have entered a component, then disassemble 

it right away. Use a dry towel to soak up any 

standing water inside your electronic device, and 

finally dry any remaining moisture with a hair 

dryer all the low heat setting. Electronics that 

do receive the "water treatment" will generally 

not get damaged unless you don't dry them 

off immediately. It's usually the corrosion that 

develops when your radio gear is left wet that 

causes the damage. Dry them off as soon as they 

get wet and you'll be good to go. 

Since your engine is completely sealed from 

the elements, apart from the air filter, you won't 

have much to worry about in this area. Use a 

towel and hair dryer on the low heat setting to 

dry your mill and surrounding area. Remove your 



STARTING BOX 
air filter and service it by cleaning and re-oiling 

the element. It may have gotten wet during use, 

so doing general air filter maintenance will kill 

two birds with one stone. You can rest assured 

that there's no moisture trapped in your filter, 

and you'll have a fresh filter for your next bashing 

session. Since you're working on your engine 

anyway, you might as well drop five ro 10 drops of 

after run oil into the carbureror intake once your 

air filter is removed. 

Your final concern will be ro dry off your 

chassis. You should be able ro address any moisture 

issues pertaining to your chassis with your radio 

and engine installed, but if you simply can't get ro 

certain areas of your vehicle to dry them, you may 

want ro remove these items. Use your clean towel

and hair dryer to ensure that all water is removed from every area within your chassis. Once you're sure 

there's no moisture remaining, it's a wise idea ro slap another thin coat of WD-40 onto your chassis 

components using a bristle brush. You can even spray minimal amounts of WD-40 directly within 

hubs, bearings, and axles ro make sure they're protected from rust and corrosion. However, be very 

careful when applying the lubricant since you don't want it ro end up on brakes, clutches, or any other 

area that could cause poor performance. Once you have a liberal coating of WD-40 on your car, you're 

ready ro pack it away until the next 10 inches of snow hits the ground.

It's for the 

brake linkage, and makes taking apart your buggy or truggy easier. We all hate to take apart the linkage 

because we basically lose our setup. With this idea, you just unbolt the brake screw and you can take 

off the servo tray or center diff without any hassles. Here's what you do. Take a linkage collar that will 

fit a socket head screw, 

install it under the upper 

linkage, then tighten it 

down.

Pretty simple, and 

now when you need to 

take off the diff or servo 

tray, juSt unscrew the 

brake bolt and get to 

work. Another benefit 

to installing the collar is 

that the brake rod will 

set a little more level to 

the actuator tod.

PROJECT 
Off t o  t h e  side o f  m y  usual day-to-day duties i n  
the office, I managed to sta rt a new proiect. With 
companies dabbl ing i n  n i tro-to-electric conversions 
for buggies, truggies, and monster trucks, I thoug ht 
I should g ive it a shot myself .  I nstead of mach in i ng  
and des ign ing parts from scratch, I checked out 
what was ava i lable and started piecing together 
parts to convert my REVO from n i tro to brush less. 

I t  a l l  started when I sow Vantage Racing's sweet 
carbon fiber chassi s/V-Armor set. When I sow 
these, i t  gave me the ideo to bu i ld a brushless 
REVO. Start ing with a used REVO and the Vantage 

Racing parts, I a l so i nsta l led their carbon fiber rear 
wing and beefed up the drive l i ne  with thei r VR 
drive shafts. I then dipped i nto the Golden Horizon 
catalog for a host of a lumi num: front/rear skid 
plates, front/rear shock mounts, front/rear rocker 
arms, spr ing reta i ners, spr ing adiusters, and servo 
guards . I i n sta l led RPM's bu l letproof front and 
rear arms, tubu lar  bumpers, and hub carriers with 
oversized bear ings .  The rear broke kit and center 
diff are Troxxas options, and the swaybars are 
from Tekno RC.  I went with MaxAmps for power, 
choos ing their  8000 mAh Li-Po pock .  

However, t he  ma i n  focus i n  th i s  conversion i s  Tekno 
RC's Brushless Conversion K i t .  Th is  k i t  replaces the 
REVO's eng ine mount  with o n  onodized a lumin um 
un it, and it odds on ESC shelf .  It a l so comes with 

a receiver box, boMery plate, and mount ing hard­
ware. The conversion requ i res a motor with a 5mm 
output shaft, which I'm on the hunt for as I type. So 
for now, the bulk of the build is done. Once I source 
a suitable motor (and ESC to handle the h igh voltage 
from the MaxAmps li-Po), I ' l l  toke it to the track for 
sure to see i f  th is whole brush less conversion busi ness 
can g ive the some performance and exc i tement as 
your standard variety n i tro rol ler.

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IN THE DIRT 

The Dremel is probably one of the most widely used non-RC specific tools that 
we use in RC. It wasn't designed for RC, but its versatility, thanks to a plethora of 

available tips and accessories ,  makes the Dremel ideal for RC chores.  It's safe 

to say that almost every racer or hardcore basher owns a Dremel. With so many 

different tips available, it's easy to get lost in the accessory aisle. I 'm sure that we 

could find a use for just about every tip Dremel has to offer, but if we were only 

allowed a few, here are the ones we would need the most. 

1 )  Fiberglass-reinforced cut orr wheels 

For added durob i l i ty, f iberg lass i s  used to rei nforce these cut-off wheels, a l lowing them to be used for 
mostly any su rface, i nc lud ing meta l s .  These a re perfect for cuMing screws, mak ing l i n kages, modifyi ng 
chass is ,  salvag ing  str ipped or damaged screws, and basical ly any cuMing task .  They even work wel l  on 
carbon and plast ic parts . These d i scs are a must·have i n  your Dremel a rsena l .  

2) Standard drill bit set 

The Dremel tool makes an excel lent genera l·purpose dr i l l ,  and the dr i l l  b i t  set offers a wide variety of sma l l ,  
RC-friendly dr i l l  b i t s .  They are j ust what  you need to dr i l l  holes i n  wheels, motor plates, bod ies, composi te 
materials, and so much more. Almost any use you have for a dr i l l  can be met by one of these bits. 

3 )  Tapered grinding stone 

Although th is  a l um i num-oxide gr i nd i ng  stone is meant for g r i nd i ng  meta l ,  i t  works wel l  for bor ing holes 
i n to bod ies and chass is ,  and counters i nk i ng  meta l and carbon ports. It 's a lso very useful for g r i nd ing  
a lum inum chass i s  components i f  you' re hav ing  trouble mak ing th ings  f i t  perfectly. I t  can even be used on  
an  eng i ne's crankcase i f  you ' re hav ing  a problem f iMing i t  i nto a chass i s .  

4) Sanding drums 

Anyone who has ever cut out a Lexan body a l ready has an appreciat ion for these . Dremel makes two 
sand ing  drums- 1 /2 "  and 1 /4" -that you should have on hand at a l l  t imes .  They are perfect for round· 
i ng  out wheel wel l s  or any ather kind of c i rcu lor  cut on an  RC body. They a l so work g reat for f i l i ng  f lange 
off  of arms,  shock towers and other p lastic parts .  They a re ava i lab le i n  two gr i ts-60 and 240.  I t ' s  a 
good idea to p ick up both . Sand ing drums a re defi n i tely one of the most widely used Dremel t ips .  

5) Felt polishing cone 

I n  RC, the # 1  cu lpr i t  for suspension and steer ing b ind ing  i s  rough meta l .  The pol i sh i ng  co�e can be used 
to pol ish th ings  l i ke ball ends and h i nge pins so that they work smooth ly, which prevents b i nd i ng .  The fel t  
pol i sh i ng  cone i s  a lso very usefu l  on your car 's  bush ings  and shock shalts. N i tro gurus even f ind them 
g reat for pol i sh i ng  con rods, s leeves, and the edges of pistons .  They a l so find them handy for the back 
plate and man i fo ld .  

I f  you don' t  a l ready own a Dremel (or other roto-tool ) ,  you need to p ick one up as  soon as poss ib le .  I 
gua rontee that once you sta rt mess ing around with it, you ' l l  actua l ly be look ing  for new th ings to Dreme l .  
There a re numerous t i p s  and accessories ava i lable for t he  Dremel tool ,  bu t  you ' l l  eventual ly f i nd  yourself 
using the same few constantly. As long as  you remember the f ive t ips ment ioned up above, you should be 
ready to conquer any task that comes your way.

As the rpm increase, the 

engine finds its power band and builds a good amount of horsepower. 

The .1 8 GXR is a good fit for the DBX and gives you the best of both 

worlds-power and efficiency. The pull-start system works very well 

and the engine fires up easily. It's responsive to tuning, and if properly 

maintained, will last for multiple seasons.

Testing was conducted at Pegasus Raceway. This track is a IIlO-scale 

track that's fairly tight, but it has a nice straightaway for stretching your 

legs. Amazingly, it rained here in California , so the track condition 

ranged from wet to dry. Maybe it's not the best place to run a buggy, but 

it was the driest track to do testing. 

A.CCELERATION AND SPEED · The Ver­

tex .26 engine is a nice budget engine with good 

power. It's nOt the quickest engine, but it got up 

to speed perfectly for an entry-level driver. Top 

speed, on the other hand, was on par for what 

you would expect from a buggy. ome time spent 

tuning the engine and swi tching to different t ires 

will make the B I quicker off the line.

MAINTENANCE · The vrx-B I is a pretty 

straightforward buggy; it has all the layout 

features you would see in any top-end buggy, 

so working on the B I was familiar. There are 

some quirky things in [he production of the 

B I, e.g., the engine mountS have shims to lift 

[he engine up off the chassis. Why, [ do not 

know. Also, [he engine mount had litde slid­

ing blocks to bolt the engine to, making it a 

pain to mount the engine. etting up the radio 

box was another problem. You need a degree 

in Euclidian geometry to figure out how to 

stuff the huge receiver and AA battery pack 

inside the box. Aside from my nitpicking, the 

rest of the buggy is like any quality lIB-scale. 

Rating: 8 
WEAR .AND  TEAR • I'm torn on what 

to say here. The vrx-B I is a great buggy 

for something that sells in the $260 to $290 

range. Overall, the B I held together well with 

the normal loosening of screws that occurs 

during the first couple of runs. Plus, the car 

didn't seem ro show mu h wear after a few 

tanks. On the other hand, the front shock 

rower bent slightly after a rollover going JUSt 

3 mph, and after the third tank, the steering 

servo sropped working. In general, RTR servos 

are not the best out there, and they're usually 

swapped out first. As for the shock tower, 

Team vrx offers nice hop-up pans to replace 

the weaker pans on the B 1. The reality is that 

you get what you pay for, and at the price the 

vrX-B I is listed for, you certainly have room 

in your wallet to make some upgrades. 

Rating: 7 
TUNING • Inside the heart of the vrX-B 1 
beats a true racecar. The B I rates with the 

mOst expensive buggies on the market as far 

as tunability is concerned. It has adjustable 

everything, and even comes with toe blocks 

to fine-tune the ride. Spending the time 

I did on rweaking the B I showed instant 

results, and as I've said throughout the 

review, the vrX-B I is a racer cloaked in 

RTR clothing. 

Rating: 8 

CONCLUSION 
Team vrx has done a service to the R 
world. They've started at the vertex of RC and 

brought an affordable buggy to the market 

rhat first-rime buyers will have fun with, 

without being disappointed. The BI is a great 

buggy for experiencing the world of lIB-scale, 

and with the hop-ups they offer, the B I can 

be a sweet starter buggy for club racing. The 

vrX-B I is packed with race-inspired features 

that many high-end buggies possess, but at 

an entry-level price. The B 1 has d,e right 

geometry for serious roosting, and only 

needs a little time spent on setup to bring 

it all together. For its price point, this is 

one buggy that will be hard ro pass up.

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PERFORMANCE TEST 

TESTING 
Testing was performed at Pegasus Hobbies in Montclair, Calif. They had a new 
layout, and the surface was a little slick due to the recent rainy weather we had 
here in SoCal. I set the buggy up following the kit-included setup sheet (which 

required some ball end location changes), and ran their recommended gear 

ratio for a 12-turn motor. Once everything was lined up, I took to the track. 

ACCELERATION AND SPEED · It took a 

ouple minutes to get the slipper clutch set right 

for the conditions, but once I hit the sweet SpOt, 

the GV2 would launch well. Acceleration was 

a tad difficult because of the slick conditions, 

but a li ttle bit of trigger control kept the V2 

straight. Top speeds were excellent; the kit gear 

ratio (and slipper setting) would cause the GV2 

to hit top speed a little aftcr the halfway point 

on the straightaway. T his may seem early to 

some, but at the speeds the V2 was hitting, 

I'm glad I had half a straight to plan for the 

right-handed sweeper ahead. 

Rating: 9/10 

BRAKING · If you're driving right, you 

shouldn't have to use the brakes much in 2WD 

buggy, but if I needed it, it was ready. The front 

end of the buggy would dive a little during 

harder StOps, giving the front tires more bi te, 

but not upsetting the rear end. The brakes 

became useful during the tighter sections of the 

track (read on, below). 

Rating: 9 

LOW-SPEED · At low speeds, I wasn't too 

thrilled with the performance of the Grand 

Prix front tires. n the looser sections, they 

would bite pretty decently, allowing me to 

and 1 found myself driving slower than 

other buggies through that section. The 

push was linear, so at least it was still 

predictable as far as what line the GV2 

would end up taking. 

Rating: 7 
HIGH-SPEED H ANDLING · Once I hit 

the sweeper leading into the back straight, the 

understeer went from problem to well-received. 

I could hammer the throttle down at ti,e 
beginning of the sweeper, crank the steering 

wheel full lock, and the GV2 would blast into 

the straightaway at higher speeds than other 

buggies out there. 1 could actually keep the 

hammer pinned through the end of the straight­

away and around the big sweeper that followed, 

all the way untill reached the hairpin at the end 

of it all. 

Rating: 8 
ROUGH-TRACK HANDLING · This 

was one of the testing segments where the 

GV2 did well. The long-stroke sho ks and 

quick-reacting suspension soaked up the 

rough sections of the track easily. The GV2 

was very forgiving over the rough stuff, which 

allowed me to really push the buggy through the 

course.

PERFORMANCE TEST 
JUMPING' The other segment wbere the GV2 

showed its capabilities was over the jumps. I 'm not 

the greatest off-road driver of all rime, but man­

the GV2 was easy to jump! Tabletops were cake, 

and the various doubles were easy to navigate due 

to the way the GV2 would take off from the lip 

of the jump so smoothly. The GV2 would almost 

always fly through the air with the nose slightly 

above level, so all I had to do was tap the brakes at 

the right time ro ba kside a jump on landing. The 

rear end of the GV2 never wandered in the air, and 

I could get a slight but controllable lean if I turned 

the wheel in mid flight. 
Rating: 10 

WRENCHING 
MAINTENANCE' Working on a 2WD 

buggy has got ro be one of the easiest chores in 

RC. With less overall pans, wrench time is much 

shorrer when compared ro other types of vehicles. 

The GV2 is no exception; hex screws are used 

throughout, and the entire front end is modular, 

disconnecting from the rest of the chassis with just 

five screws. The rear end takes just four screws, and 

both come off while keeping the suspension intact. 

The steering servo is also out in the open for ease 

of access. Academy did their homework here, 

giving the driver (or pit man) less to fumble with 

when it's time ro work on the chassis. 

Rating: 10 

WEAR AND TEAR • During the build process, 

I was a tad concerned about the frOnt hub carriers, 

which seemed a little too thin to handle abuse. 

However, after my standard cartwheel (which I 

seem to do with any type of driving involving 

jumps), the front end was fine. The molded plastic 

rear moror guard held up fine as well, and there 

were no signs of premature wear in the drive train, 

no play in the universals, and no leaky sbocks.

TUNING • Let'S run through the adjust­

mems--<:amber, camber link points, shock 

angles, Ackerman, toe-all standard on any 

buggy that wantS ro race, and tbe GV2 has 

them all. The GV2 also has multiple hinge 

pin positions for the outer hub carriers, 

allowing for more fine-tuning. The one 

thing it didn't have out of the box was 

caster adjustment. There is, however, 

front kick-up adjustment via different 

suspension arm blocks, which are included 

in the kit. If you want adjustmems, the 

GV2 serves well.

CONCLUSION 
For nOt being one of the big names in 

2WD off-road buggy, Academy's GV2 can 

easily change that. On the track it performs 

very well out of the box, and with a few 

driver-specific and track-specific tweaks, i.e., 

tires, the GV2 can most likely take on the 

"big boys" with its potential. I wasn't roo 

bappy with tbe qualiry of the molded pans. 

It wasn't that they broke (1 broke nothing 

during testing), it was the amount of flashing I 

had to trim away while I was putting it together. 

For the GV2 ro compete with the world's best, 

it should not only drive like a winner, it should 

also go together like a winner, with parts that 

are worthy of top-level status. Besides 

that gripe, I wouldn't be surprised at all if 

the GV2 made its way to the top of the 

podium at off-road venues around 

the world. 0

UNDER THE SCOPE 

words: James � 

With drifting growing in popularity much 

the same way parking lot racing took 

off,  manufacturers are releasing drift-specific 

products that cater to those who like to "max 

out." Any drifter (both 1 :  1 and scale) will tell you 

that tire selection is a key element in tuning for 

the conditions , and with this in mind I introduce to 

you Tamiya's latest,  the " Super Driftech" tire . 

I mounted the Super Drifrech t ire on some 

spare wheels I had lying around, bur they were 

26mm wide, so the t ire had a "stretched" effect. 

The inside of the t ire had a small step molded in 

to lock it in  place, and this step still did its job 

on the 2mm wider wheels I was using. Fitment 

was tight enough not to requjre glue, so once I 

had all four tires mounted, I hit  the streets. ( I f  

you're running a high-power motor, gluing i s  
stil l  recommended.)  Simi lar t o  homemade ABS 
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more consistent drifts throughout as time went 

on, as opposed to hollow tires that change their 

grip Ind when they warm up. 1 also liked how 

the overall diameter was similar to standard tires, 

making ride-height adjwtments unnecessary. 

Once broken in.  the Super Driftech had a good 

slip/grip rario; they'd slide without needing a 

lot of motor power (I was testing with a stock 

27-turn can) , but they weren't so slippery that 

1 felt like 1 was ice-skating. On switchbacks 

they had enough grip to change directions 

while maintaining control. Speed is adequate, 

considering that harder compound tires of this 

rype are usually not as fast as rubber compounds. 

Whereas Tamiya's previous Type 0 tires were a 

tad grippy, the Super Driftechs seem to hit  the 

sweet spot. Experienced drifters will easily get 

the handle on these t ires, and novice drifters wil l  

also benefit from the slower speeds, good price 

point, and long l ife that these t ires offer. JUSt 

make sure you're sporting 24mm wheels, as this 

is the only width compatible with these excellent 

Tamiya t ires. 0

PHASE 2: 
RECEIVER/ESC/BATTERY 
With a large open deck above, mounting 
electronics is easy. However, the boflery 
compartment below deck was in on odd 
shope. A slonclord 6-cell sub-C pock is 100 
long, so I hod 10 go with something powerful 
and small .  li-Po was the obvious answer. After 
surveying what the guys at RC /-/eli (our sisler 
publication) hod ovoilable, they suggested 
something smaller thon I hod expected-a 
Thunder Power 1 320 mAh 7.4V li-Po with a 
scant 2.5" x 1 .375" x 0.5" footprint. 

To control the voltage, I called on 
Dynamite's Mini Tozer brushless ESC, which 
took about the some space as the battery. 
Finally, I used a Spektrum SR3000 receiver 
10 stoy with the smoll theme. Because I hod 
three smal l  components, they all ended up 
fitting underneath the chossis in the space 
original ly occupied by the stock a-cell AA 
pock! I mounted everything with Velcro, but 
was a little paranoid about having my vilol 
electronics hanging upside down, within 
fractions of on inch 10 the pavement. To 
remedy this, I look some scrap lexan and 
mode a shield for the electronics.

PHASE 3: REAR END / MOTOR 
Now to the rear end.  With some d i sassembly, I found that the stock motor for th i s  1 / 1  O-sco le-sized 

mach ine was not a 540-si ze can,  but a sma l ler 3 8 0-size. Whi le  I was ponder ing  a l l  k i nds  of solut ions, 
from hock ing up the gearbox to changing the spur, M ike Wortel walked i n to my office and sa id ,  "You 

know what? I 've got the perfect motor for tha t ! "  With i n  seconds he retu rned with on Aon E lectric "Thrust 

Series" 4 ,900kV brush less motar. The only potent ia l  problem was the p i n ion gear; the k i t  gear p i tch was 

for from any standard 48p/32 p/64p we use reg u lar ly in our hobby. With some t ime us i ng  a v i se and 
some prayer, the stock p i n ion gear pressed onto the Aon motor perfectly. 

With that done, the problem now was how to mount the can . The stock motar used a p last ic i n sert 

that hod two keys--{)ne that matched the holes on the stock motor, and one that matched the gearbox 
housi ng .  Of course, noth i ng  l i ned up with the new motor. I t  took a lot of Dremel work beforehand to get 
the longer can to fit in the stock motar posi t io n .  As for mount i ng ,  luck i ly the stock motor was c lamped 

with 0 steel s leeve (wh ich ,  I 'm  g uess ing ,  served as a heat s i n k  far the anemic kit motor) , so I used th i s  
c lomp to ho ld the new brush  less  motor i n  place.

With a fresh ly charged L i -Pa pock, I switched the ESC on and t r immed out the steeri ng .  With the 
changes I mode, the most I could hope for wos h igher  speeds and more prec i se steeri n g .  After the fi rst 

pu l l  of the tr igger, I got the former but not the latter !  I t  no longer hod that "on/off" switch  fee l i ng ,  l i ke 
the stock vers ion ;  i n stead ,  the madded N i kko hod l i near th rottle and a lot more horsepower, thanks to 
the brush less motor. The k i t  t i res d i d  a decent job of keep ing  traction ,  but then there was the steer i n g .  
Even with the servo upgrade, t h e  car wou ldn ' t  stay stra igh t .  T h e  mass ive amount  o f  s l o p  i n  t h e  stock 
center l i n k  was on ly amp l i fied at  h i g her speeds .  I f  I gave i t  too m uch  th rott le, I was guaranteed a 1 80 
sp i nout .  \ IHera\\y hod to fight the cor's tendency to sp in  du r i ng  radar testi n g .  On the other hand ,  the 

stock car left the sta n d i n g  sta rt in a s low and not-so-br isk man ner, worki ng its 

way up to max i m u m  veloc ity. 

On the test cou rse (0 few cones spread out on the pavement) ,  
the stock cor was much eas ier to maneuver. Aga i n ,  th i s  
chass i s  w a s  n o t  des igned t o  hand le even a s l i g h t  b u m p  
i n  power. T h e  i nc luded "turbo speed " on t h e  stock ;/ 
toy i s  actua l ly  j u st 1 00% th rott le, a n d  reg u lar  

" fu l l  th rott le" mode was effectively 50% 
th rott le . After a few tr ies, I ma naged to dr ive 
my way around the course with the madded 
toy, but i t  took a lot of th ratt le rol l i n g  and 
extra ear ly steer ing react ion to stay on track .  

I t 's safe t o  s o y  that you would never m i stake th i s  

type of performance for a true hobby-

spr ings,  which get stiffer evenly throughout a spr ing's compression and genera l ly  

start soft, then get  hard i n  certa i n  poundage i ncrements. Progressive spr ings 

work wel l  on rougher tracks as they a re s l ightly longer than the sta ndard constant 
spr ings used for years. A good tr ick for the rear s ide spri ngs is  to start with the 

same color. I f  you' re on carpet or a h igh-bite track, try runn ing a stiffer spr ing on 

the LR shock (maybe one to two pounds more than the RR) . This causes de-wedging 
effects and a l lows the spr ing to push harder on the RR ,  which loosens u p  your car 

and takes weight off the LR .  I f  you ' re on a loose track, run a stiffer spr ing on the 

RR shock than the LR spri ng .  The same theory appl ies to the stiffer R R  spri ng,  as 

i t  forces the LR to be heavier, making your car push more.  Center spri ngs are al l  

a bout feel and are not as crucial  as i t  seems .  For rough tracks you general ly want 

softer spr ings,  and on h igh-speed tracks, stiffer. Stiffer center spr ings can ga in  you 

steer ing enter ing a corner.

11' h, the j oys of building batteries .  With 

Amany different prebuilt ,  matched stick 

packs available on the market,  some of us on 

this side of the world still prefer to build our own 

"power supplies ." To do a good build usually requires 

a soldering iron, solder, wire, battery bars , and four to 

six hands . Don't have four to six hands? Me neither, and 

Venom Racing also realizes that most humans only have two. So 

to remedy the pains of building battery packs , they produced their 

new Battery Assembly Jig. 

I starred testing by simply seeing if al l  of my 

various baccery packs would fit in che Jig. Most 

of my G Ps worked, buc I Bs and anything over 

3700 mAh didn't quite fit the molded brace, 

which has indentations co compensate for cell 

size. The indentacions just seemed a l i ttle too 

close. Venom indicaces chat you can reverse che 

cell brace (10 the Aac side) by removing the hi nge 

pin and Aipping ic around. After doing so, I had 

no problems lilt ing cells of any capaciry. 

The spring-loaded levers feature a sl iding clamp 

to hold your battery bars i n  the correct posi c ion 
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for soldering. I really l iked this feature,  and 

Venom put one on each side, so you can go 

from loose cells to assembled pack in one shot. 

The clamps are also molded in plastic, but they 

seemed to be okay with the heat generated from 

the soldering i ron.  

IlJICLUSlDR 
Over the years I 've seen some A i msy ba((ery 

bui ld ing j i gs and some super over-engineered 

ones, too. The Venom version of chis  ofcen­

used cool seems to fal l  right i n  the midd le.

A t the beginning of a new racing or bashing season, 

nothing sucks more than pulling your car out of storage 

only to find it just as you left it-a mess. It doesn't 

necessarily have to be the off-season for you to need to store your 

car. Sometimes ,  for whatever reason, you need to put your Res 

away for more than a couple of weeks. Haphazardly throwing all 

of your stuff into the back of the closet is not a good idea on any 

level. As the dirt sets in, your car will become harder to clean, 

parts will corrode more easily, and it will never feel new again. 

But if you take a little time and prepare for your car's hibernation, 

everything will work perfectly and be ready to go once you're 

able to start racing or bashing again. There are some different 

preparations for nitro and electric , both to your gear and chassis. 

You'll also need to find the ideal place to let your ride take its 

hiatus . This How-To is about storing your car the right way. 



BEJIRINGS 
You r  cor  depends on the bo l l  bear ing system to run smooth ly, and many t imes 
bear i ngs  a re exposed to the worst elements. Remove al l  of the bear ings from 
the dr ivetra i n ,  espec ia l ly the ones in the axle h ubs, and thorough ly c lean them 

with bear i ng  spray. Feel the bear ings and repeat unti l they a l l  run smoothly 
i n  your f ingers. l ig htly lubr icate them with RC bear i ng  o i l ,  then re i n sta l l  them 

i n  the dr ievtro i n .  S i nce the dr ive axles are probably out at th i s  point anyway, 
clean them, spray them with WD·40, and wipe them off. 

SHOCKS AND SPRINGS 
When your car's go ing to b e  i n  storage, toke off a l l  the shocks a n d  remove 
the boots and spr ings .  Toke th i s  t ime to brush away any rema i n i n g  debr is  

from the bod ies or around the col lars .  I n spect the shocks and replace the 

o i l .  It's better to stare you r  shocks and springs without compress ion ,  so 
reassemble them, wrap them in someth i ng  soft, and put them in a z ip lock 

bog . Don't reattach them to the chass is .  

DIFFS 
Allowing your d iffs to gunk up in the off·season wil l  decrease 
performance and couse premature wear to the internals .  Remove the 
diffs, clean them, and relubricate them when you're done, whether 
you're running gear or boll diffs .  Alter the diffs are reassembled, 
brush off the gears and reinstall them in your cor. 

SCREW CHECK 
Before you store your chassis ,  go throug h  it and 
inspect every screw you can f ind,  especia l ly i n  n i tro 

appl ications. Make sure all the chassis screws are 

t ightened and aren't com ing  loose . I t  may also be 
a good idea to re-thread lock engine mount screws 
and all the setscrews in the l i n kages or an electric 

motor's p in ion gear. I f  any screws are damaged ,  
replace them before stori ng  your car. 
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LEARN HOW-TO 
ENGINE PREP 
Before your remove the eng i ne, first tu rn  the cor ups ide down and spray i n to the cyl i nder head with 

n i tro c leaner to remove any d i rt that may have accumu lated i n  the head . Once it 's thorough ly dry, 

remove the g low p l ug  and  place alter run  o i l  i n to the cyl i nder head . Tu rn  the eng i ne  over a coup le 

of t imes to coot  the i n te rna l s  even ly. F i n a l ly, make sure the p i ston i s  i n  the bottom port of the stroke, 
then re i n sta l l  the g l ow p lug . 

CLUTCH INSPECTION 
Take the c lutch apart and i nspect i t  for wear. I f  the 

shoes or spr ings are worn, replace them .  Also, 

clean out the bear ings  in the c l utch  bell and re-

a i l  them.  MIP makes a device cal led the Bear ing 

Ju icer that's perfect for  l ubr icat ing c l utch bear ings .  
P a y  close attent ion t o  t h e  s h i m  placement, and 

reassemble the c l utch  with care .  

FUEL AND PRESSURE LINES 
Rother than cleaning out the pressure and fuel l i nes, s imply 
take them off and throw them away. The l i nes wi l l  gum 
up easi ly, and they have a tendency to dry- rot and crack in 
storage. Avoid  th i s  by s imply replacing them at the beginning of the next 
season .  New s i l i cone tubing i s  cheap and makes the chassis look nice. 
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PIPE STUFF 
The pipe on your nitro car is one of the 
dirtiest places in RC, and it can ooze 
in storage if you don't clean it out. 
Disassemble the exhaust system and spray 
the pipe with nitro ct«x-. This wil l  dispel 
any remaining oil residue and keep sIoroge 
dean. As an added measure, you can also 
plug the slinger with a towel or rubber cap 
to avoid any leakage. Alter everything is 
dry, reassemble the exhaust system .

For 

brushed motors, you may a l so want to true the comm as wel l .  E i ther  way, d i sassemble the motor, clean 
and l i ghtly oi l its bear ings ,  

and i n spect the armature, 

can,  brushes and spri ngs 

for anyth i ng  u n usua l .  Less 

work i s  needed for brush less 

motors. With brush less, you 

only need to worry about 

ma in ta i n i ng the bear ings ,  but 

a lso do a visual i n spection of 

the rotor and can j u st to make 

su re everyth i ng  i s  work ing 

properly. Once the motor i s  

c leaned and assembled, strap 

i t  back i n to the chass i s .  

STORAGE 
PACKAGE THE CAR 
Whenever I get a new RC car, I make sure to 

save the box because it 's usua l ly  the perfect s ize 

for stor i ng  it later o n .  With the wheels and shocks 
a l ready off, wrap you r  car  i n  a towel to  prevent 
dust from settl i ng  on the chassis .  This wi l l  a lso 
absorb any l i qu id s  that may accidental ly leak aut 
over the months. After you place your car i n  its 
box, it's t ime to f ind a location .  

BATTERIES 
If you hardwire in electric RC, unsolder the 
ESC tabs before starage. Although min imal, 
some voltage i s  sti l l  transmiHed when the 
baHery and ESC are connected with the ESC 
in  the off position. This can overly drain the 
cells and oxidize the soldering joints. When 
storing your baHery packs (power packs, 
as well as transmiHer and receiver packs), 
always unplug them from the ESC, transmiHer 
or receiver. 

Both li-Pa batleries and Ni-MH need to be 
stored with a partial charge, or you may hove 
trouble bringing them bock from the dead. 
Keep them charged at approximately 50 
percent. Aher the baHeries are charged for 
storage, put them in a separate battery storage 
container. If they're li-Pos, the recommendation 
is to put them in a fire-resistant case, away 
from the rest of your stuff. 

FIND A LOCATION 
I t ' s  tempti ng to  store your  car i n  the  garage, 
basement ,  or workshop, but i t ' s  a better idea to 

store it somewhere that's c l i mate control led . A 

hum id ,  damp env i ronment,  such as a basement, 

not on ly exposes your car and i ts box to u nwanted 
m ois ture , it olso leaves your cor open to someth i n g  

d i sastrous l i ke a flood-wh ich usua l l y  happens 
i n  basements .  Workshops and garages a re not 
on ly open to hum id ity, they a l so exper ience 
temperature 
changes, wh ich 

can create moisture 
and be bad for 
the e lectron ics and 
f l u ids  i n  your  car. 
The best place to 
store your car is 
off the g round ,  out 

of the l i g ht, and 
preferably i n  a 
bedroom or l i v i ng  
room closet.

Many 58 owners are involved in a small network with each other aftd meet to drive "just for fun.· Dunetobe fest took the best approoch of all by showcasing the event at Glomis, known as the mecca of full-scale dune bashing. If �s continues and OIlier manufacturers toke notice, it could draw a ton of people to the indu�. This is good for�veryone in volved, from consumers 10 manufacturers alike. 
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The tents at Glamis were occupied by a 
variety of aftermarket companies. Some were 
larger than others, but they all manufactured 
parts speCifically for the SB. Company 
representation and support are common at 
organized RC events and races, and the 
original chassis manufacturers are usually 

the biggest sponsors. So what was different 
about Dunetoberfest? Well, it was completely 
aftermarket driven. HPI wasn't even there. 
This isn't a knock on HPI, because of all the 
companies in our industry, they probably 
have the best marketing strategy for cultivat­
ing interest in RC. W hat it proves is that 
organized RC events can exist without direct 
support from original manufacturers. It also 
serves as a good barometer for the health 

of the American aftermarket scene, because 
they have exhibited that they can function 
somewhat independently from the manu­

facturers for wham they design parts. All of 

this means that the SB has made the pie even 
larger for the industry, which is good, to say 
the least.

I ammin' makes some of the most widely used pipes around. T hey are a little less expensive, 

easy to find, and tough as nails. So when they released the latest version of their JP line, I 

t ought it was time to see what they could do on the dyno and try to figure out the differences 

among the four. I had a new Sirio S 2 1  CL7B STi ready for testing and all four pipe sets ready to 

bolt on, and I spent the after noon collecting the following data.

UNDERSTANDING THE INFORMATION 
There are a lot of problems in the world of engin power. Firsr, peak ratings can be a linle misleading. Lors of people ju t look at the peak numbers and don'r 

really look ar rhe curve of the power supplied by the dyno oftware. To help understand rhe information more, we starred a few practices that help painc a 

clearer picrure of an engine's performance without even looking at the graphs . 

AVERAGES · To show rhe overall porential of an engine , we decided co prim the engine's average power-both horsepower and torque. Thi . how a less 

inAated Illeasuremem of the overall potencial of an engine through the entire rev band. Engines with a higher average rating will be more powerful , despite 

the po"ibility of having a lower peak horsepower or torque rating than another engine. 

POWER FACTORS · This is a new rating that we developed rhis year, which basically shows an average power rating for tWO rpm ranges: from idl to 
25.000 rpm, and 25,000 to peak rpm. This shows you rhat an engine might have berrer bonom end or tOP end with cerrain pipes or d ifferenc engines. If 

you're looking for specific characteristics in an engine, comparing power factors will help you decide if you need more bottom or tOP end performan e. 

DATA ANALYSIS 
After all four pipes were put through the dyno runs and the data was compiled , the 

rc"uIts werc inrcre .. ing. In looking at the graphs and the numbers, the power shifts 
and ourpllrs were as I:'r olf as I would have thollght. When you 

think about ir, that rea lly shouldn't be the Case because 
all these pipes were tc ted for optimal 

performance. Too far of a shift in one 

dire rion can drastically affect 

performance and lap times on rhe 

crack, and slight changes in 

hape and peaks migh t cau 'e 
larger performance changes 
on the track . We'll analyze 

each pipe ind ividua lly and rhen 

recap a. a whole. 
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JP-l 

Torque and specifically low-end power are 

rhe characrerisrics of rhis pipe. The )1'-1 was 

rhe rortluc champ of rhe comparison in peak, 

average, and low-end power facror. This pipe 

should provide added low-end punch. Also, 

with the second highest average horsepower 

of rhe bunch, ir actually provides one of rhe 

better all-around performances of rhe pipes 

rested. Ir did rev jusr a tiny bir less rhan rhe 

orher pipes, hut rhar shouldn'r be casy ro dereer 

on rhe track. 

JP-2 

The pipe was really close in performance ro rhe 

)1'-1, hur wirh a slighrly better peak HP and a 

pinch Itss peak rorque.

Those who focus on peak numbers will nore 

rhar it did produce rhe lowesr peak value, bur 

rhar really doesn'r rell rhe story of rhe power. 

Irs curve was also rhe besr of rhe bunch, wirh 

a nice long peak of power, which should work 

really well in mosr conditions. Ir didn'r hurt 

rhar rhe pipe allowed rhe engine to rev righr up 

ro 42,250 rpm. You should also nore rhar rhe 

power band is higher for rhis engine, making 

ir better ar rhe upper power band but sri II 

providing enough grunr down low.

The world of clutches is an interesting one. First and 

foremost, the clutch is an integral part of your car's 

drivetrain, responsible for transferring power to 

the wheels. It also needs to deliver the engine's power in a 

usable manner so that you can have control. Without it, nitro 

cars would be useless. Clutches can be tuned to give the desired 

performance your car needs via the clutch shoes and springs, 

as well as properly maintaining them. After all, the environment 

that clutches work in (incredible friction, high rpm, and heat) 

causes them to gum up, wear out, get weak, and! or fail. This How-To 

gives you the basics for selecting and prepping your clutch to do 

battle against the elements. To gain a little more insight into the world of 

clutches, we solicited words of wisdom from Mr. RC-Adam Drake. Adam 

is a relentless racer who is consistently in the winner's circle, and with a 

portfolio like his, who better to ask? 

MAINTENANCE AND PREP 
Whether your clutch system is new or used, these tips will help the clutch 

perform like it should. 

mI GE .RALP P 

I Once you have the engine out of the car, disassemble the dutch all the way down to the flywheel. 

Check the flywheel nut to see that it's tight. Next, examine all of the parts to see if there's damage 

or excessive wear. Once you've determined the condition, it's time to get to work.

ImI CLF.AN AND PREP YOUR COMPONENTS 

I Regardless uf whether you're rebuilding or installing a new clutch, 

you should always practice cleaning your clutch bell, bearings, and pans. 

They get dirty and oily tram use, and when they're new, there's oil and 

junk tram the factory. Adam Drake tells us that he uses Trinity RC4443 spray to get 
oil or grease our ut the clutch bell and both the inner and outer clutch bearings. 

You should also scuff the inside of the clutcl, bell with Scotch-Brite. The clutch 

will not only perform better. it will last longer. If there's oil or grease inside the 

clutch bell, it will cause the clutch to slip. You can usc any motor spray to do 

the cleaning, as well as sandpaper or a Dreme! to scuff the surfaces. If your old 

bearings are in good conditiun, ir's a good idea to trcat them with oil, first, [0 
rejuvcnan.' rhe metal surfaces. After you've done rhis, dean out the oil and install. 

SHOE PREP-THE SOLE OFYOUR CLUTCH 

The clutch shoes are what literally transfers the power of the engine 

[0 rhe car, and the), need attention. Whether they're plastic or aluminulll, rhey wear, get 

glazed, and bind up. No matter what they look like, you should resurface thtm when 

you have them in your hands. This should be second nature when working on your clutch. If they're 

brand new, you can use them as is, but I do see some pros scuffing the surf'lCe anyway. You have a 

choice, here, and it's yours alone. There arc rhree things to look tor beFore cleaning your shoes: Are 

they too worn? Do they have burrs' Do they bind on the flywheel post, or are they sloppy' We'll look 

at the worn shoe isslie later. but we'll address the other two right now. 

BURRS/FlASHING: If your clutch shoe looks like this one. you need to 

clean off the Aashing. This stuff causes the shoe to bind up, and it 

gives the clutch sluggish performance. To fix this, you can usc a file, 

sandpaper, Dremel, or even a knife blade. The goal is to trim the 

edges of the shoe so that the edges arc clean and look sharp again. 

TIGHT OR SLOPPY RTTING SHOES: What we're talking about here is how the 

dutch shoe firs ontO the post of the Aywhecl. These are called dutd, 

shoe posts. First, if the post hole is visually aval on your clutch shoe, chuck it in the trash. This is the best and 

PU'l'TlNG IT ALL TOGETHER 

only way to fix this problem. You'll have to use new 

ones. Sometimes shoes fit snugly on the post; this is 

either due to residue buildup. or the shoes arriving 

a little tight from the filCtory. Slide your shoes ontO 

the posts to see if they pivot smoothly. If they do, 

gre-,H, if not, YOll need to hone them. Some pros 

autOmatically drill out their shoes, but they know 

what there're doing. If you're new to this, check them 

first and then consider drilling out the shoc'S. The 

idea is to have a smooth pivoting shoe on the post. 

All assembled clUTch needs to achieve (wo things to function properly: The clutch bell lleeds 

to spin freely, and rhe bell must fully cover the clutch shoes. To accomplish this, you need 

shims and parience. It may rake several tries ro get dlC sweet SpOt of your clutch set up, 

and you'lIllced diA-'l:rent-sizcd spacers to do it. First, shim the inner bearing between the clutch nut and 

bearing (if it needs it) so thot the clutch bell fully covers the clutcl, shoes and does not bottOm out on 

rhe Aywheel. Afrer you figure that aile out, it's time to shim the cap-bolt. This is what holds the clutch 

bell all. The gual here is to have a millimeter to half a 
millimeter of "free play" to tI,e clutch bell. You want this 

small amount of play to reduce binding and loads on the 

beari ngs. You may be i nrerested to know that the metals 

in this area expand during usc due to heat, and YOLI need 

to have that extra play to compensate for the expansion. 

After YOLI have everything together and YOll have that 

small amount of play we were talking about, spin the 

clutch bell. If it spillS like a CPU on steroids, you have 

done well. frieo Crasshoppcr. Advance to the Ill."xr level. 
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LEARN HOW-TO 

PERFORMANCE SHOES 
BE LIKE MIKE! 

Clutch shoe selection is on area where you can gain amazing performance from your clutch. You can 
tune your clutch to fit track conditions or your driving style. You can give your clutch monster snap or 
smooth power delivery. The choices are endless. There ore three basic clutch categories to consider: 
plastic, aluminum, and a combination of the two. There ore sub categories for plastic and aluminum 
as well. You can get hard and soh material, too, but we'll leave that discussion and the debate 
over three- and four-shoe clutches for another doy. To help break it down to the simplest cammon 
denominator, Adam Droke gives us this simple gUide for clutch shoe selection. 

PLASTIC: An all-plastic clutch shoe selup is ideal for 1/8-scale buggies thai will be running in 
rough or low-bite conditions. This selup smooths out the power band and gives you more conlrol 
in these conditions. Adam believes lhal an all·plastic setup is nol good for Iruggies or monster 
trudts, and I would agree with that. There is another setup that works well for these beasts in 

these conditions, and we'll cover thaI in a moment. 

ALL ALUMINUM: This is the hoI ticket for truggies and monsler trucks. II gives you the most 
punch, and is ideal lor these heavier beasts of burden. Since trucks ore a linter heavier thoo buggies, 
� shoes give better snap out of C0rnet'5 and more punch lor that tight jump out of a corner. 
They also fade less during long matos. For 1/8-sca1e buggies, Admn recommends using oI-aIuminum 
shoes in situations that lI'e emarne high-bite, and where you don'I have 10 worry about your buggy's 

wheels breaking loose. 

AlUMINUM & PWTlC COMBO: This conUJatioo is the best of boIh worlds lor buggy. You gel good 
pmch willi a tde slp 10 keep CIIIlIrOC You can also fin&Ule .., pcMW deMry by rrixing up the CIII1D1ations: 

me pbsIic shoe or one aUniun shoe. Most racers use tis cornIIincnJn method these days, and you1 be 
iIIInsIIId 10 know hit !lis trend was sIurIIId bock in 2004 by Jeremy Kortz at the IFMAR 2004 Worlds. For

WANTS YOU 
TO KNOW 

What's a clutch, and how does it work? S imp le .  F i rst, you have the flywheel-wh ich is fastened v ia a culet to the end of the engine's 

crankshaft, cal led the "p i lot-shaft: Next you have c lutch shoes and c lutch spr i ngs which mount to the flywheel. Thi s  forms a s i ngle un i t  that works as one. 
Then you have the clutch bel l ,  which s i ts over the flywheel un i t  and sp ins  freely on sealed bear i ngs. The cl utch bel l  is actual ly  two ports that a re machined 

as one. tt has a she l l  that s its aver the clutch shoes. This  i s  the part where the c lutch shoes grab to propel the car, and it has a p in ion gear machined 
onto i ts backside. This ,  by the way, i s  respons ib le  for tra nsferr ing the c l utch's centrifugal force to the dr ivetra i n  v ia the spur gear. With the mechanics 
expla i ned, thi s  i s  how the c lutch functions as a un it: The engine revs and sp ins  the f lywheel u n it, and as the centri fugal forces increase, the c lutch shoes 
sta rt to expand outwardly to engage the c lu tch bell. As the centrifugal forces increase, the c lutch shoes' i nert ia grabs the cl utch bell more and more unt i l  

the whole system i s  locked as one.  Of cou rse, the p in ion gear on the end of the cl utch bel l  i s  transmin ing the rotat ing energy of the c lutch to the spur  
gear. Thi s  i s  what causes forward movement of your car .  To control the c lutch shoes' engagement and d i sengagement dur ing thi s  process, there are c lu tch 
spr i ngs that regu late the expans ion and contraction rate .  Put thi s  a l l  together and that's basica l ly  how a c lutch system works, nat on ly for RC, but for 
a lmost anything that uses a clutch system-plus  or m i n u s  a few thi ngs!

A
djustable off-road 

clutches are a little 

different than what we've 

been addressing here. 

Typically, these babies 

are three- and four-shoe configurations 

that offer greater contact area, which 

means that they work less and last 

longer, with less fade. Instead of 

multiple clutch springs, an adjustable 

clutch uses a singular centralized 

spring combined with a pressure 

plate-<J distant cousin to what's used 

on automobiles and motorcycles. 

Because of this design, you're able to 

get more finite adjustments simply by 

turning the locknut. If that's not enough, 

there are different spring rates to go up 

or down on the tension scale. As with 

other clutches, adjustable clutches offer 

different composites for shoes, too. 

Adjustable clutches are popular, and 

even more so in Europe. They're easy 

to work on, but it can be difficult to find 

the setting you had before you took it 

apart to clean or change the shoes. 

Orion, Werks Racing, and Fioroni offer 

adjustable clutches, so if you like this 

style of clutch, there's no lack of supply. 
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IS IT TIME YET? 
How do )'ou know when to change ),our shoes' 

Well. your mom would probably say when they 

smell. but she would be wrong. There are tWO 
ways to tell if YOli need new shoes or springs. 

They arc by the sound your car makes, and by 

visually chccking them. If you're Jriving your 

car and you hear the engine rev high, then low 

(like it's bogging), it's probably time to change 

something. If your engine.:.' seems to be revving 

higher than the pace of the car's movement, 

then it's probably time to look things over. To 

visually tell if you need new shoes, here's a good 

rule of thumb: If the channel of the clurch 

shoe (where the end of the clutch spring lays) is 

almost even with the spring, or if the spring has 

scuff marks on it, it's time for new ones. For you Losi owners, Adam has a measurement 

for this. Lucky you' Adam has found that when Losi clutch shoes get to 23.3mm, 

it's time to change them. To take this measurement, you'll need a pair of calipers to 
measure the thick part of the conract area. 

RUNNING ON BORROWED TIME 
There are some dangers when you run a worn clutch that call cost you big. A worn clutch slips and 

makes your engine fun hot, which means shorter engine life. or even engine failure. It also makt..'s 

tuning your engine difficult, and by compensating for the worn clutch, YOll may rlill your engine too 

lean and fry the engine. A slipping clutch also makes your car harder ro drive, and most of us need all 

rhe help we can get. Last, a worn clutch slips excessively, which means there is marc heat buildup in the 

clutch system. This will ultimately lead ro premature clutch bearing failure, sidelining you while you're 

leading the race, or worse, yet . while your buddies continue to have fUll whilt· you n ... build your clutch.

A_The main teason is that you have more unsprung weight when the shocks are moun ted in that 

• posi r ion .  While it's not the worst kind of weight to add. it  does add weight to a moving part. So 

the heavier the object, the more force i t  takes to move i t, or the harder it  is to change direction. Think of a big 

l i nebacker on rol ler skates versus a thin nimble girl  on skates. The added weight s lows the reaction of the 

suspension.  Most people might not care or feel  the d ifference, so the benefit  of  having the shock shafts 

in the cleaner area or rhe car might be someth ing to consider. Also, many cars arc bui l t  arol lnd rhe 
shocks bei ng mounted the normal way so they might nOt f it, or they might rub on the arm.

A h igher delta peak al lows the cel l s  to bui ld  u p  
too m uch heat, w h i c h  is dangerous o n  m a n y  levels and k i l l s  t h e  c e l l s .  So you' l l  want 

to update or  upgrade the charger to Ni-M H .  Wh i le  you're at it, you might want to 

make sure you don't get left behind agai n  as m o re Li-Po-rype cel l s  become the norm.  
You CAN NOT charge a Li-Po on a charger nOt designed for i t ,  or you're looking for 

bad thi ngs to happen.  The standard "recreational  use" setting for chargi ng N i - M H  

c e l l s  is 4 . 5  amp charge, 20 amp discharge ( not necessary) , a n d  t h e  lowest delta peak 

you can get. Also, make sure that you store them with about 50% or more capacity. 
This way you' l l  keep your cel ls  working for l onger. So the C1iff'Note to my long 

ramble  is that you NEED to make sure your charger can charge the cel l s  ava i lable o n  

the market today. Lucki ly, there a r e  a lot  of  real l y  good, real ly  i nexpensive chargers 
to choose from .

The fit and finish is 

among the best in the business, and the brand 's reputation and winning record is as impressive as 
it gets.

CRANKCASE: The crankcase is well finned, and the 

exhaust header spring moun� are two per side, which are 

designed to even the stress on the case at higher temps. 

CRANKSHAFT: Engine geeks will love the crankshaft, which 

ge� a cauple of special formula cootings to improve wear 

charaderistics. It also ge� a healthy dose of turbo scoops and on 

epoxy fill to improve flow into the case. The crank also ge� a good 

ride on some premium ceramic bearings that will ensure longer life. 

COOLING HEAD: If you're a Sirio faithful, you'll enjoy seeing 

the familiar fat blue head that is machined from billet aluminum. 

For those who aren't familiar with if, the lettering on the head 

hin� that this engine is ready for actian. (More numbers means 

that it's faster, just like regular size cars.) 
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X-DYNO TEST 

PERFORMANCE 
We used the Ti in our review of the Hot 

Bodies rruggy l ast month, so the engine was 

well  broken in and the performance was already 

noted. ne thing to look at is the numbers 

from last monrh. With about 1 .46hp and being 

a Ii tr le  short on revs, it did n't take much to see 

that the pipe was choking this engine out a bit. 

We haven't found a " kit pipe" that real ly deliver 

maximum performance, but showing this much 

power with an RTR pipe was pretty im pressive.

42,250 peak rpm. That's an impressive feat, 

with near .28 performance. I t  would be easy 

to say that the engine was a dyno queen 

wirh nothing but peak power, but a glance 

ar rhe graph shows a pretry good curve thar 

has a nice, far power band that looks peaky 

u ntil you see that from j ust shy of 24,000 
rpm to 30,000 rpm, the engine makes 

over 1 . 5hp . That's more than rhe peak of 

most real ly good engines. It does fall off a 

l ittle abruptly after peak power, bur even 

with that steep drop it' l l  keep revving to 
the moon, which means the back srraight 

is tOast. The power factOrs show that the 

engine can be considered to have a power band 

favoring the top end, but with a heal thy dose 

of tOrque already in the engine, it's not hard 

to see that it won't matter tOO much. 

CONCLUSION 
Sirio is seriolls, and it shows. Their engine 

really tOok me by surprise-not because I didn't 

think it would be a good motOr, but  because 

of the ease with which it produced power and 

rook a tune. It never ran hot during our 

testing, and without a doubt rhe engine 

tOps rhe class in power! If you're looking to 
pur rhe hammer down in buggy or rruggy 

(remember our . 2 1  versus .28  comparison) ,

A
s SIMPLE AS RC SHOCKS ARE, it's amazing that we can get them to handle so many different jobs. Shocks 

are essentially plastic discs with holes that travel through a tube filled with oil .  Just consider the typical off­

road race for either a buggy or a truggy. On a car that has been set up well, the shocks perform a number 

of functions . They effectively keep the car from bottoming out on the face of big j umps and landings; they control 

the rate of body roll so that traction is maximized and steering remains responsive; they allow the right amount of 

weight transfer under acceleration 

and braking so that the car does not 

become unbalanced; and they smooth 

out bumps and ruts so that you don't 

lose traction at the worst possible 

times. So obviously, you can see the 

importance of good shock tuning at 

the racetrack. Unfortunately, it can 

also get a bit confusing at times.  When 

do I tune by changing the thickness of 

the shock oil? When do I change the 

size of the holes in the pistons? What 

about springs? 

This month we ' ll look specifically at 

the role of the oil inside your shocks . 

And since it works hand-in-hand with 

the pistons inside the shocks , we ' ll 

include that in the equation too.
